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History of Nobody’s Children Foundation’s

selected activities

1991

The Nobody’s Children Foundation is registered irargdw on the initiative of Alina
Margolis-Edelman, the representative of the Medeadn Monde (Doctors of the World)
mission in Poland.

1992-93

The Foundation carries out research programmesairsdw to determine the scale and nature
of the problem of child abuse. The findings — whetiggest that Polish professionals lack
competence both in diagnosing child abuse and lpirgechildren and their families — form
the basis for the Foundation’s strategy in the yéafollow.

1993

The Foundation publishes its first educational male on children’s rights and the problem
of child abuse. In the subsequent years the pubfjsphrogramme continues and develops.
The Foundation publishes leaflets, brochures, pgstend books addressed to children,
parents, and professionals.

The first training programme for pedagogic courmgslfrom Warsaw schools is launched. In
the years that follow the Foundation’s training gnammes are attended by thousands of
professionals representing various professionaligsopolice officers, judges, prosecutors,
psychologists, social workers, teachers, medicelais, nurses, and others.

1996

In cooperation with Medecins du Monde the Foundelamnches two specialized institutions
for abused children and their families: Child anénily Centre and ,Pociecha”
(,Consolation”) Centre. Both centres provide psyobaal and legal help for children,
parents and caretakers, as well as for professaviad intervene in child abuse cases.

The newly opened Child and Family Centre offersfttet child-friendly interviewing room
in Poland.

The Foundation publishes the first Polish book ba problem of child abusd)ziecko
krzywdzone.

1997-2001

The Foundation joins the “Abused Child” programnagried out in Eastern Europe by the
Open Society Institute. Within the programme repnéstives of the Foundation’s team
enhance their competences during training sessiombBy American and European experts. In
Poland the Foundation organizes two internatior@iferences for child gynaecologists
(1999) and social workers (2000) from participatiogintries.

In cooperation with the State Agency for PreventidnAlcohol Related Problems and the
“Blue Line” — a National Hotline for Victims of Doestic Violence, the Foundation carries
out a social campaign “Childhood without Violence”.

Within the Foundation’s research programme the fiegional study into the scale of child
abuse in Poland is designed and conducted in catigerwith a leading public opinion
research company, OBOP.

The Foundation carries out a programme “Child urtdertUmbrella of Law”, aimed primarily
at promoting the idea of child-friendly interviewimooms and protecting child victims.

The 1st National Conference on Helping Child Vidimf Crime is organized by the
Foundation in collaboration with the Office of t@apital City of Warsaw and the Ministry of
Justice. The Conference is attended by 600 prafiesls from all over Poland.

The Foundation launches a five-year programme Wbloibd without Violence: Toward
Better Child Protection System in Eastern Europe’séven East European countries. The
main goal of the programme is to develop a systehelping abused children in the region.



A new information campaign begins — “Children a for Sale” — addressed to boarder
guards, police officers and social workers.

Within the European programme, Safer Internet ActRlan, the Awareness project is
launched in Poland, aimed at reducing threats tlrelm on the Internet. The Foundation
becomes its national coordinator.

The Child and Family Centre was founded in 1996 thanks to professional suppuitfunds
provided by the French organization Medecins du d&oiDoctors of the World), at the
premises offered by the Social Care Centre in WigissRraga Po udnie district. The Centre
provides specialized services for abused childnmesh their families, and for professionals
dealing with such cases. .

The “Mazowiecka” Child Advocacy
Centre, established in March 2003, is
specialized institution pursuing the goals @ff
applying and promoting innovative (in thgl
Polish reality) ways of dealing with cases @i
crimes against children. The Centre operafg
with collaboration with the Ministry of
Justice, the Ministry of Internal Affairs ang
Administration, and Warsaw institution ' e -
reporting to both ministries. It fills a gap in tlsystem of Iaw enforcement institutions,
offering a child-friendly place fgprosecutionandcourt interviews.

The Foundation’s Centres undertakesis interventionsin cases of crimes against children,
particularly sexual abuse and physical violenceldtdn and members of their families are
offeredfree psychological and legal assistandeonsultations, therapy, and support groups).
Both centres’ employees initiate, support, and glirike activities of professionals who deal
with cases of child abuse. They develimpensic psychological opinionsfor courts and
prosecutors’ offices across Poland; they act ast @qerts or witnesses in cases involving
crimes against children.

In 2005 the Foundation’s centres accepted 228tfirat reports of children and 271 reports
of adults. Out of this number, the centres providegular care for 158 children and 167
members of their families. Throughout 2005 the nprovided:

547 legal consultations for caregivers and protesss;

317 psychiatric consultations;

49 therapeutic group sessions for children;

The “Mazowiecka” Child Advocacy Centre organizearting sessions and supervisions for
professionals working with abuse children. It hotdgular meetings of th€ourt Expert
Club, attended by psychologists acting as court expartsases involving crimes against
children (7 such meetings in 2005) and ofRmebation Officers Club, which aims at raising
probation officers’ professional competence indhea of working with problem families (12
meetings in 2005).

Voluntary representatives and persons accompanyinghe child throughout court
proceedings

The goals of the programme are to support criméinvg; to ensure that their rights are
observed, and to practically use the existing ripds of the procedural law. Another
objective is monitoring judges, prosecutors andradlys’ conduct in the courtroom through
the participation of voluntary representatives auirt trials. The programme focuses on cases
where children are victims of crimes such as platsand emotional abuse, sexual abuse, or
child trafficking. The programme assumes suppgrtine victim from the moment of
reporting the case to the Foundation, through taljess of court proceedings, to effective
coping with the crisis situation.

There are 22 volunteers in the programme — gradstatdents of law and psychology. As

persons accompanying the child victim throughousirc@roceedings, the volunteers are
present at both criminal and civil trials. Eachecassupervised by the programme coordinator
— a professional lawyer. In 2005 the volunteer& foart in 40 trials.

Child Victim Advocate

In December 2005 the Nobody’s Children Foundation
started to prepare for implementing a pilot progrem
Child Victim Advocate. The goal of the programme is
to improve the situation of children who have been
victimized and who patrticipate in legal procedusas;h
as interviews and court trials. Within the prograentine
child’s parents or legal guardians are providedhwit
information on relevant legal regulations, the scab
competence of the police, the prosecutor, and dlet,c
as well as interviewing procedurdhey may also choose to be accompanied by the atk/oc
in the courtroom and to receive psychological supfoo their children.

In 2006 brochures and leaflets promoting the pnogna will be distributed among
police stations, prosecutor’s offices, and couAshotline will be launched, providing
information on victims’ rights and offering the appunity to make an appointment with a
voluntary child advocate, who will help to specifyrat kind of assistance is needed. In 2006
the programme will be carried out in Warsaw.



“Child: Witness with Special Needs” Campaign

2nd National Conference “Helping Child Victims of Gime”
Warsaw, Oct 24-25, 2005.

The National Conference “Helping Child Victims ofi@e”, organized by the Foundation in
2004, raised much interest by its participants, wehgphasized an urgent need to further
expand professionals’ knowledge on issues relatexhitd victim protection. This is how the
idea of organizing annual conferences under theesdlm emerged. The organizers’ goal is to
create a communication platform or a forum allowipgpfessionals to exchange their
experiences and to learn about innovative prograsnmboth domestic and international —
concerning child abuse prevention and helping ababédren.

On October 24-25, 2005, the 2nd National Conferehtadping Child Victims of
Crime” was held in Warsaw, co-organized by the Btiryi of Justice, the Office of the Capital
City of Warsaw, and the Nobody’s Children Foundatibhe main subject of the conference
was how to provide systemic help for children whevén experienced different forms of
violence and abuse. Polish and foreign expertepted model solutions related to preventing
child abuse, including interventions focused orendfers, especially to prevent reoffending
by child sexual abusers. Other issues discussedlgdilre conference included the situation of
children residing in care institutions, protecticigildren from sexual abuse on the Internet,
and the problem of unaccompanied children.
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The conference was attended by 600 participantsegutors, judges, police officers,
psychologists, social workers, probation officeasid pedagogic counsellors. Conference
attendees took part in workshops and lectures geovby experts from Poland and from
other countries, such as the US, Ireland, the Wi, &weden.

Since 2003 the Nobody’'s Children Foundation hasnbegrying out the ,Safer Internet”
programme, comprising comprehensive research, &doah and media activity for
children’s safety on the Web.

In January 2005 the Foundation was appointed then@d coordinator of the Awareness
project implemented within the European Commissqrogramme — Safer Internet Action
Plan (SIAP). From then on, most elements of thenBation’s “Safer Internet” programme
have been included in SIAP, which has been camwdin Poland in collaboration with
NASK (Research and Academic Computer Network), uikde name “Safe IT” (SIT). The
Nobody’s Children Foundation’s major activities2005 included:

“Child in the Web” campaign,
“Sieciaki.pl” project,

The social campaign “Child in the Web” was launcired004. Since

January 2005 the campaign has been carried ouinwthle Safe IT

programme. The Foundation’s main partner in aedisitundertaken
within the campaign has been the Polish Telecofi&ekomunikacja Polska) programme:
“Education with Internet TP”. The campaign has beamnied out under the patronage of the
Minister of National Education.

In 2005 the campaign focused omeducational activities
implemented all over Poland by teachers and vokratamong primary and
secondary school students and their parents. Fopagn purposekesson
plans were created foclasses on safe Internet useavith content referring
to the storyline of the www.sieciaki.pl educatiorlaternet project for
children. By the end of 2005 tlerganizers distributed more than 1600
lesson plansand educational classes were attended by nearly 3000
primary school pupils and more than 2500 students fosecondary
schools.
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Moreover, the campaign involved printing high-ciation educational materials for
children and parents: stickers, posters, and ksafléth guidelines concerning safe Internet
surfing. They were handed out among all the pgdicis in the educational programmes and
events organized within the campaigAltogether more than 110,000 educational
materials were distributed in 2005.

Sieciaki.pl is a Polish educational Internet projerinched by the

Nobody’s Children Foundation in February 2005 witlihe Safer
Internet Action Plan. The system, consisting oh#tractive website and an animated desktop
application, pursues the following major goals:

to educate children on safety on the Internet,
to educate children on how to use the Web,
to promote safe Internet use,

to certify and promote safe websites.

The website was initially designed for children éd®-15, but its registered users
include younger children and older youth as welhe Twebsite’s storyline is based on
characters calle®ieciaki (which could be loosely translated into “Web Kigs” children

knowing the principles of safe Internet use andhtfitg
the Web evil embodied by black creatures caBeztiuchy
(“Web Goblins”). In 2005 www.sieciaki.pl had 22,533
registered child users. The website was accessedrig
2 million times. The website administrators conveye
350 messages and organized 25 competitions.

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Initiated by the European Commission, the Safeerihet Day
(SID) has been celebrated since 2004. This inatims at
drawing the public’s attention to the issue of direh and
youth’s safe access to Internet resources. Thenmaj#on of
SID is one of the tasks faced by the national doatdrs of the
Safer Internet programme. On 8 February 2005 Poland
organized the Safer Internet Day celebrationstierfirst time.
On this occasion theww.dbi.pl website was published (DBI is
the Polish acronym for Safer Internet Day), prasgnthe idea
of SID and the available ways of joining its cebtibns. The organizers encouraged local
social/civic organizations, schools, cultural cesjrlocal authorities, owners of cyber cafes,
etc. to undertake initiatives for Web safety. Thebsite provided access to a range of support
materials for local organizers of the Safer Intefay. The website was publicized not only
through messages in conventional media, but alsmugh an intensive Internet campaign
(pop-ups with more than 3 million displays).

As part of the SID celebrations the Nobody’s
Children Foundation and NASK organized a
conference on the youngest Internet users’ safety.
Intense media coverage of the conference contdbute
to the success of the SID initiativBy the end of
February 2005 more than 200 local initiatives were
implemented across Poland

Since 2004, upon an agreement with the
Ministry of Education and Science, the
Nobody’s Children Foundation has run the
national Contact Point for Unaccompanied
and Trafficked Children within the
collaboration of the Working Group of Baltic
Sea States.

Organizing — in collaboration with the British Ensisg and the National Headquarters
of the Boarder Guard — the first Polislocial campaign “Children are not for
Sale!”, aimed at raising awareness in the area of priagrind combating child
trafficking. The campaign was targeted at profess®who deal with unaccompanied
foreign children in their work: boarder guards, ipel officers, and employees of
emergency shelters and refugee centres. As pareaampaign posters and brochures
were published, providing information on the speatharacteristics of the offence of
child trafficking, as well as detailed informatia@oncerning the risk group, child
traffickers’ typical patterns of behaviour, and #anptoms suggesting that the child
might be a victim of trafficking. The posters werwarded to all boarder guard
stations in Poland.

Organizing a series of training sessions and wgrkmeetings with representatives of
emergency shelters, refugee centres, the policd, tae boarder guard in the
Podkaprackie Province. The goal of those meetings wo convey essential
information about child trafficking and to work goitocedures of cooperation between
various services in cases of suspected child ¢tarffg.

Based on an agreement with the Office for Repatnaand Aliens, in 2005 the
Foundation continued organizing interviews of fgreichildren applying for the
refugee status in Poland. The Foundation’s psygistt® developed expert opinions
about such children’s psychophysical state, prepatem for interviews, and
accompanied them during the interview. Altogethet &uch interviews were
conducted in one of the Foundation’s centres. Soméhe interviewed children
required psychological help, which was providedhs Foundation’s therapists.

Moreover,
the study examined institutional staff’'s competenicesupporting abused children.
